Language provision 
Keysborough Secondary College delivers Chinese and French as Language options to all Year 7-9 students. During 
Years 10 -12, Language is an elective subject that students may select to study. After community consulation the 
college selected Chinese and French as the language options for the College, with consideration given to the world 
wide popularity of these languages for international employment, trade and travel.  
 
Pedagogy 
The pedagogical approach of Keysborough Secondary College supports curriculum delivery and fosters a high 
expectation of utilising supportive, engaging and inspirational teaching practice principles. Teachers regularly 
incorporate a variety of high impact teaching and learning strategies as outlined in the Keysborough Teaching and 
Learning model. As well as provide opportunities for student voice, collaboration and connection of learning to real 
world experiences within their teaching practices. 
 
Assessment 
Keysborough Secondary College assesses student progress in line with the Department’s Assessment of Student 
Achievement and Progress Foundation to 10 policy. 
 
Students at Keysborough Secondary College will have multiple and varied opportunities to demonstrate learning and 
achievement. Teachers develop assessment tasks that cover multiple curriculum levels to ensure that evidence of 
learning and growth is captured for every student. 
 
At Keysborough Secondary College: 

▪ teachers use a combination of both formative assessment for learning (to focus feedback and guide 
future learning) and summative assessment of learning (to determine what the student has learned at 
the end of a sequence of learning), alongside student self-assessments and reflections.  

▪ assessment is used in an ongoing way, to guide future lessons and learning, as well as to keep students 
and parents informed of student progress.  

▪ teachers will use a variety of assessment strategies to gather evidence about student achievement. The 
agreed assessment processes and tasks are documented in the Subject Unit Designs and Learning 
Sequences. The assessments may include, but are not limited to, tests and assignments, projects, 
portfolios, performances, discussions or student-teacher conferences.  

▪ assessment tasks are developed to support students to show their knowledge, skills and understandings 
and will include clear instructions, relevant supporting documents (scaffolds, planning documents, etc) 
and allow sufficient time for completion. Teachers will make modifications to the task to cater for 
students with additional learning needs.  

▪ teachers will develop Individual Education Plans (IEPs) for students who are part of the Inclusion 
Program, Koorie students and students in ‘Out of Home’ care, in consultation with students, parents and 
where appropriate, with outside agencies. 

▪ teachers will assess the achievements of students with disabilities and impairments in the context of the 
Victorian Curriculum and the ‘Towards Foundation Level Victorian Curriculum’ where applicable. 

▪ the English language proficiency of English as Additional Language EAL students will be assessed using 
the Victorian Curriculum F-10 EAL. 

▪ staff will, where possible, participate in cross marking of assessment tasks (moderation) involving 
assessment rubrics and work samples so that staff can apply consistent judgements of student progress 
against Victorian Curriculum Standards across the school. 

 
Reporting 
Keysborough Secondary College reports student progress to parents in line with the Department’s Reporting Student 
Achievement and Progress Foundation to 10 policy. In addition, Keysborough Secondary College ensures that there is 
continuous sharing of assessment information formally and informally with parents/guardians throughout the term 
and semester. This includes 6-weekly progress reports indicating students learning behaviours and twice-annually 
formal semester reporting. 
 
At Keysborough Secondary College semester reports will be provided in a written format that is easy for 
parents/guardians to understand and will be accessible in a digital format with the option to translate text from 
English to another language, to cater to our diverse school community.
